Motorola yesterday sued Mr. Ruiz in state court in Travis County, Texas, alleging breach of contract and tortious interference. A Motorola spokesman said the company waited for AMD's announcement to file the suit but was aware of Mr. Rivet's plans earlier.

Motorola, Schaumburg, Ill., said Mr. Ruiz signed an agreement when he left Motorola in January promising not to solicit or induce certain members of Motorola senior management to join AMD. Mr. Ruiz received a "six-figure amount" in return for that promise, Motorola said.

Mr. Ruiz hadn't seen a copy of the suit and wasn't available for comment, AMD said. AMD isn't named in the suit.
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
