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SUNNYVALE, Calif. -- Advanced Micro Devices Inc. for the first time topped Intel Corp. in monthly U.S. retail sales of chips for desktop personal computers, according to the research company PC Data Inc.

AMD accounted for 43.9% of retail sales of PC microprocessor units in January, compared with Intel's 40.3%, PC Data said. AMD was already leading Intel of Santa Clara, Calif., in retail sales of sub-$1,000 PCs; AMD's share of the total market grew as the low-priced segment, where it accounts for more than 50% of sales, in January swelled to 66% of the market.

U.S. retail sales are just a portion of the world-wide microprocessor market. Nevertheless, the numbers show little progress by Intel in catching up to AMD in the sub-$1,000 field. Intel had 25.4% of that segment in January and its share hasn't grown much since last summer, said Stephen Baker, a senior hardware analyst at PC Data, which is based in Reston, Va.

Overall, U.S. retail sales in January rose 21.7% over the same month in 1998. But revenues to PC makers fell by 2.3%, as average selling prices declined to $953, off 6% from December and 19.7% from January 1998.
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
